Your rights

Moreover, we inform you that you have the right:

to access your personal data,

to correct them,

to erase them or limit the processing,

to raise objection against their processing unless the data are obtained by an attorney-at-law in connection
with providing legal assistance,




e to transfer them and
o to file a complaint with the supervisory office (since 25 May 2018 in Poland this office has been the President
of the Office for Personal Data Protection),

unless the specific regulations impose limits, in particular the regulations regarding the obligation to keep professional
secrecy by attorneys-at-law or advocates.

As a rule, providing personal data by you is required for proper and reliable performance of the above mentioned
agreement on providing of legal assistance by us. Not providing personal data may deter or prevent PNP from
concluding or performing the agreement on providing of legal assistance.

If your personal data are processed in PNP on the basis of your consent, you have the right to withdraw it at any time
and way (orally, via e-mail, phone, in writing). The withdrawal of consent shall not affect the lawfulness of processing
by PNP based on consent before its withdrawal.
